Qualification

. A minimum of 5 years location scouting and locations management
experience. Film/TV graduate an added advantage.
. Extensive experience in location scouting for feature films, commercials and

or other productions shot in KZN and outside KZN.
. The individual must be from KZN and operating in KZN.
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. A motivation (maximum 2 pages) as to why you should be considered.

. Proof of address (not older than 3 months)

. Certified ID copy

. A CV and or detailed profile.

. Dated filmography.

. Locations brief with image references highlighting productions you
have worked on as a location scout.
